
spectives vary greatly from those born
after the war, they all found each
other in their points of departure
(' Voorwoord', p.7).

The book has a very striking cover, with
a black and white illustration of the
monument at Zijpersluis commemorat-
ing the reprisal murder by the Ger-
mans, of ten young Hollanders on 11
April 1945. It is firmly bound and is pro-
fusely, yet tastefully, illustrated. The
photographs were obtained from inter
alia the RIOD, the Algemeen Neder-
landse Fotobureau, the Fotobureau
Holland and many private collections
(one from as far afield as Brazil). The
generation of contemporary sources is
a curious thing among Hollanders. De-
spite the dangers and shortages
brought on as a result of the war,
many went to great trouble to gener-
ate and preserve, such items as diaries,
newspapers, correspondence and
photographs, The reviewer's own fa-
ther kept a diary (five volumes), took
numerous photographs and preserved
copies of many of the Underground
newspapers. The illegal newspapers
used for the production of the book,
were consulted at the Gemeente-
archief Alkmaar and were taken from
the private collection of dhr C.J.
Schouten, Schoorl, An arrangement of
these newspapers makes attractive il-
lustrations for the endpapers.

The page layoLjt is most pleasing - dou-
ble column and interspersed here and
there with short, interesting and unob-
trusive stories and pieces of biography.
The work is furnished with a list of ab-
breviations (p.8) and a chronicle span-
ning the years of the war, which con-
tains a wealth of information on the
day-to-day happenings from 1939 to
1945 (pp.184-192). Chapter ten con-
tains a table listing all the Allied
airplanes shot down over Noord-Hol-
land-Noord (pp,138-142). These prove
most useful to the reader. It is, how-
ever, a pity that the editors did not in-
clude an index and a combined
source list,

Verzet in West-Friesland was published
with the financial support of the 'Dr J.E,
Baron de Vos van Steenwijkfonds' and
the 'Provinciaal Anjerfonds Noord-Hol-
land'. The bequeathing of money for

the publication of books such as this,
has much to recommend it, and is per-
haps something which could be looked
at in this country.

All in all, Verzet in West-Friesland is a
most agreeable work. It is a valuable
addition to the literature on the Sec-
ond World War, both from a local his-
tory point of view and as a study of the
lives of ordinary people under occupa-
tion. The book is highly recommended.

Soos blyk uit die inleiding is hierdie
bibliografie 'n uitbreiding op 'n
vroeere soortgelyke werk getiteld
South African History and Historians: A
Bibliography deur C.F.J. Muller ea.
Gesien teen die feit dat hierdie bib-
Iiografie reeds in 1979 verskyn het is A
Bibliography of South African History 'n
tydige publikasie van die nuutse be-
skikbare sekondere bronne oor Suid-
Afrikaanse geskiedenis.

Hierdie bibliografie bevat in totaal 4005
titels van boeke, tydskrifte, joernale,
verhandelings ens wat georden is in
drie verskillende afdelings.

Die eerste afdeling is 'n versameling
van bronne van 'n meer algemene
aard waaronder ander bibliografiee,
historiese atlasse, werke oor histo-
riografie en gidse op argivale bronne
tel.

In die tweede afdeling word die bron-
ne ingedeel in verskillende tydperke
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vanaf pre-koloniale gemeenskappe tot
by Suid-Afrika in die 20ste eeu. Hierdie
afdeling bevat ook werke wat handel
oor die verskillende geografiese groe-
peringe binne die onderskeie tydperke
soos byvoorbeeld die Kaap in die
l7de, l8de en 19de eeue.

Die derde en laaste afdeling bied 'n
groepering van werke volgens sekere
onderwerpe in die Suid-Afrikaanse
geskiedenis. Hier vind 'n mens bronne
wat handel oor die Groot Trek, die
Anglo-Boereoorlog, ekonomiese ge-
skiedenis, sport, kuns, biografiee en so
meer. Hierdie afdeling vorm dan ook
die grootste gedeelte van die boek
(207 bladsye).

Hoewel dit haas onmoontlik is om 'n
allesomvattende Iys van bronne saam
te stel, is daor tog afdelings wat 'n
bietjie teleurstel. As voorbeeld word
geneem die afdeling wat handel oor
die Polisie en Gewapende Magte -
daor word na weinig meer publikasies
verwys as die tydskrif Militaria.

Die publikasie bevat ook 'n outeurs-
indeks agterin en aangesien elke bron-
inskrywing genom mer is, vergemaklik
dit die opspoor van werke deur 'n
spesifieke outeur aansienlik. Elke
broninskrywing bevat voldoende inlig-
ting om die bron op te spoor : van en
voorletters van die outeur, titel, plek en
datum van uitgawe, en die uitgewer
sowel as die aantal bladsye wat die
bron beslaan.

Hoewel hierdie bibliografie gerig is op
persone wat hulself besig hou met die
studie van geskiedenis, sal dit egter
ook van nut wees vir die navorser in
ander studievelde, wat met die eerste
oogopslag nie vee I in gemeen het met
geskiedenis nie.
